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Course Content

The programme follows the Listos course books
which prepare students for the IGCSE examination.
The modular course teaches grammar and
vocabulary through topics. Each module introduces
new language and reviews language that has been
met before. An examination section at the end
of each module provides IGCSE examination—
type tasks. A final extra section consists of more
complex language structures and vocabulary for
those aiming for a higher grade. All four language
skills are practised thoroughly in each module of
the course.

Students are not expected to speak and write
fluently like a Spanish native speaker; so long as
students can communicate a point, even if errors
are made, it 1s still possible to obtain a very good
pass.

The reading and writing parts of the IGCSE involve
showing an understanding of, for example, articles
from newspapers and magazines and writing
informal or formal letters, as well as writing
stories about personal experience or a review of a
book or film.

The IGCSE equips students to use Spanish in
practical, everyday situations — on holiday, at the
shops, in the restaurant, introducing yourself,
finding a job, etc and also offers valuable insights
into the culture where Spanish is spoken.

Assessment

All four language skills (listening, reading,
speaking and writing) are assessed, and equally
weighting (25%) is given to each skill. For the
speaking and writing examinations, students
are given marks for communication, quality of
language and general impression.

Resources

The four skills, listening, reading, speaking and
writing are taught through a range of activities
that are designed to be stimulating and creative.
